Cross Referencing



	Common to all theses are several types of cross references, all of which can be obtained using the “XREf” function.  Illustrated below are examples of both implicit and explicit forms of cross reference.�Important:  If you are going to have a large number of cross references from one chapter to another (file), consider using a “Master Document” from the beginning.





Types:



The title “List of Figures” and it’s corresponding page number must appear in the Table of Contents.

“Chapter Titles” and all subject headings are automatically placed in the Table of Contents if you use the “Heads” function.

Figures, tables and numbered equations have an initial reference generated at the insertion point when the item is created, if you use the “FigTabEqu” function.  Additional references can be made using “Xref”.

Also, using “FigTabEqu”, you are prompted for a figure or table caption which is automatically placed in the List of Figures and List of Tables, respectively.

When you create your bibliography (BIBLIO.DOC) reference list items, using “NewReference”, at the end of each item in the list you should also create the cross referencing “bookmark/text” using the “XRefText” function.  When you then use the “Xref” function to cite an item in your reference list, the citation remain contant in the text.

	In the following examples, what is shown in bold-italics is that which is generated automatically by the various PSUthesi functions, thus you do not actually type the text.  Hyphenated numbers “chapter-#” are examples where you have selected the corresponding setting as “number by chapter”.
